A second edition of this co-authored work was published under the title Northern Ireland, 1921-94 by Serif Publications, London, in 1994, and a third edition was published under the title Northern Ireland, 1921-96 by the same publishers in 1996. A fourth edition under the title Northern Ireland 1921-2003 was published in 2003. I published journal articles in this period in (amongst other journals) Economy & Society, Comparative Studies in Society & History, New Left Review and Race & Class

From returning from Tanzania to England in 1981 until 1990 my publications mainly concerned issues of methodology in political economy, and the political economy of contemporary economic change in the UK. My main publications in this period were Thurcroft: a village and the miners' strike (Spokesman Press, Nottingham) (joint author) (1986); 'Gramsci, Eurocommunism and the Comintern' Economy and Society Vol 12 No 3 (1983) and two articles on the UK coal mining industry published in Economy & Society in 1988 and 1990.
